HOW TO PLAY

Bear Pong leaderboard, labels and  

winners medal (available online)

Plastic cups

Ping pong balls

Table

Standing at the end of the table, the aim is to bounce the 
Ping Pong balls so that they land (and stay) in the cups. 

 
Each player gets three attempts. When your ball lands in a cup, you score  
the points written inside that cup.
